Leimana DaMate, as the Exectutive Director for the State Aha Moku Advisory Committee greets the
BAE Committee. She shares handouts with them on HB 1380 Relating to the Aha Moku Advisory
Committee — as well as its companion SB786. These are appropriations bills that have been
submitted to the legislature and we’re asking for OHA'’s support so that the amount we are asking for
comes out of the general funds. One bill that they will OPPOSE this session is HB875.

Chair Waihe‘e: Currently stated in our matrix, administration recommends to COMMENT on HB875.

So when we get to that portion in our discussion we will bring up the Aha Moku’s recommendation to
OPPOSE.
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Keali‘i Makekau: Now that we have a new Governor, will OHA be submitting a bill asking for an

amendment to the settlement and possibly regaining the water rights for Kaka‘ako? Is that something
that the office is considering?

Chair Waihe‘e: We weren’t looking at submitting a bill. Trustee Hulu Lindsey would you like to
provide any insight.

Trustee Hulu Lindsey: The contract for the renovation or development of Kewalo Basin was given
to Howard Hughes. Its present plans do not include any finger piers in front of OHA, but note this is

just Howard Hughes’ conceptual phase. There are no promises for the future in what they intend to
do.

Keali‘i Makekau: | see that you guys will be having open forums for Kaka‘ako development coming
up and | know there are people who are still confused as to what is OHA’s property. That is why |

was trying to seek clarity and see if this Governor can assist with what was not done properly the first
time around.

Trustee Hulu Lindsey: We do have several issues with Kaka‘ako and | believe we are hoping to
have a meeting with the Governor soon.

IV. NEW BUSINESS

A. 2015 OHA Legislative Positioning — Matrix 1**

Chair Waihe‘e recognizes Ka Pou Nui Kawika Burgess.

Pou Nui Burgess: Aloha Trustees, we will be updating you on our 2015 OHA Legislative Package
as well as our Legislative Positioning on each of the bills that have been submitted. So at this time,
I'll call upon Jocelyn Doane, our Senior Public Policy Advocate.

Senior Public Policy Advocate Doane: Aloha Trustees. As you know, Wednesday mornings are
usually when the committees dealing with Hawaiian Affairs meet in both the Senate and the House;
so that's why both Sterling and Kawika are not here with us this morning. We have six bills being
heard by the House this morning including our package bills. There are also a couple of controversial

ones which we’ll talk about today.

Just a note for the community and for people in the audience, this is the first time we’re meeting with
the trustees since session opened so there’s nothing on our website other than our legislative
package because we haven’t gotten approval on our positions from the trustees yet.

We'll start with our package (inadvertently taken out of order).
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V. UNFINISHED BUSINESS

A. 2015 OHA Legislative Package Updates — Matrix 2**

Senior Public Policy Advocate Doane: |If you look at your OHA Matrix which is the much smaller
one, the first two bills are OHA-1, relating to our OHA Budget. As the Trustees know, we had our
briefing a couple of weeks ago, but today will be our first hearing in front of the House Committee on
Ocean, Marine Resources, and Hawaiian Affairs (OMH). If it passes out today, it will then go to
Finance (FIN). The Senate version of our budget bill has its first hearing on Friday with Hawaiian
Affairs (HWN).

The next two bills are OHA-2, relating to the Hawaiian Language Immersion Program. Since we last
met with the Board we've been working with the Department of Education to come up with alternative
language. Our bill focuses on grades 3-6. Changes would seek to align the requirement for the
DOE to create assessments originally in Hawaiian in accordance with federal law. This way, if federal
law changes, we don't have to keep coming back to change the statute. So in actuality, we are
recommending that we modify our version of the bill to be in line with the bill that the DOE also
supports which would be more likely to pass. One of the issues with either this bill or the DOE one
getting passed will be funding. DOE does have some funding available but they're hoping to get an
appropriation from the legislature to help fund their tests.

OHA-3, relating to Training - it would require board and commission members to attend a Native
Hawaiian law training course which OHA funds. We currently have contracted with Ka Huli Ao at the
U.H. law school to provide board and commission members who have authority over our resources,
vital information. We've gotten rave reviews and we've worked with some of the folks who have
attended. So we are hoping participants will submit testimony on this bill which has its first hearing
today in the House OMH. In order for the Senate version to move, we need to get a hearing by the
19", so we still have time.

OHA-4, relating to Agriculture - both the House and Senate versions will meet the deadline to have a
hearing.

OHA-5, relating to Hawaiian Plants - we have a hearing happening now for the House version and we
had a hearing yesterday for the Senate. We are working on some details with Senator Dela Cruz's
office to clear up any concerns with the bill.

OHA-6, relating to Incarcerated Parents - this is a collection of data for keiki from incarcerated
parents. Both the House and Senate bills need a hearing by the 19™; so we have some time. We
have worked with some stakeholders as we've previously mentioned to the trustees. Keiki o Ka ‘Aina
has another bill which is substantially the same and they have a hearing tomorrow.

OHA-7 is our resolution requesting that the Executive Branch provide accurate and complete

accounting of Public Land Trust Revenues under Section 5 of ACT 178, Session Laws of Hawaii
2006. Resolutions haven't been introduced yet, but we have until March to get it introduced.
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Chair Waihe‘e: Thank you Jocelyn. Did we need to amend anything?

Senior Public Policy Advocate Doane: Yes, for OHA-5, we are willing to make some minor edits.
So we recommend that we SUPPORT WITH AMENDMENTS regarding OHA-5 and OHA-4 our smalll
scale farming bill because some details were moved around. We would just like to revise/correct
those two measures while also modifying OHA-2. OHA-2, which | previously mentioned, needs
language modifications.

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IV. NEW BUSINESS

A. 2015 OHA Legislative Positioning - Matrix 1**

Senior Public Policy Advocate Doane: On to the BIG Matrix. We have over 550 positions for you
to approve today, | will highlight all of the OPPOSITION bills, the most important bills related to

Kaka’ako, and anything controversial or substantially different than what you may have approved
before.

There are a couple of measures that are not on the matrix. One is a potential GM___ that we are
hoping will come. Last year there was a measure that passed that requires that one member of the
Board of Land and Natural Resources have expertise in traditional and customary practices. We
were really excited about it last year and before Governor Abercrombie left he appointed Ulalia
Woodside to fill that position. She has extensive experience and background so we would like to
SUPPORT her. However, Governor Ige has not yet reappointed her, but we are hoping that she does
and would like to get the eventual OHA Board’s approval.

GM514 is for the Director of the Department of Land and Natural Resources. We're recommending a
position of COMMENT. There's been a lot of activity and conversation surrounding this appointment.
Carleton Ching has been a lobbyist for Castle & Cooke for many years. He has been on the Board of
the Land Use Research Foundation (LURF) and the Board of the Building Industry Association of
Hawaii (BIA); who we’ve clashed with over the last few years regarding historic preservation issues.
Our comments would focus on the general importance of this position and the fact that it involves the
BLNR, the Water Commission, and the State Historic Preservation.

HB1409 is also not on the matrix. We just found out that this bill has a hearing so we wanted to make
sure that the trustees took a position on it; we recommend OPPOSE. You may remember that we
opposed a law that passed in 2013 that would allow for phased projects which meant that the entire
archaeological inventory survey would not need to be done before they moved on. The current law at
least requires that the programmatic agreement comply with federal law which has more protections
in place. There's more planning required and more consultation in order to meet the qualifications
under a federal programmatic agreement. This law would allow them to comply with only state laws
for programmatic agreement; which have fewer protections in place. So consistent with the Board’s
position on phased projects we recommend OPPOSE. We just found out about it.

SB328 would allow individual school principals to accept in-kind services rather than fees for use of
public property. The current administrative rules allow that to happen in certain instances, like if
there’s a non-profit or an educational non-profit doing educational programs but this would broaden
that. We recommend OPPOSE.

The last non-matrix bill is SB1353; you may find this bill familiar. The federal law allows the State to
collect cable franchise fees from cable companies. Most of those funds are already allocated to
programs like: PBS, ‘Olelo, and Akaki, etc. We've supported a bill in the past that would’ve allocated
some funds for the development of Hawaiian language media content and/or a Hawaiian Language
TV channel. So consistent with that, we recommend SUPPORT of this bill.
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Senior Public Policy Advocate Doane: There are two bills that we are recommending a position
change on. HB1372, relating to Public Utilities - would exempt agricultural distributors from having to
be registered with the Public Utilites Commission. At first we were worried because there are large
purveyors, but after further discussion we would like to change our position from Oppese to
MONITOR. This may allow an opportunity for small kalo farmers to distribute water to other kalo
farmers without the extra regulations which could be costly. We will MONITOR this bill to see if the
intent is to broaden the definition and if so we'll bring it back to the Committee/Board.

SB501, relating to Coastal Zone Management - this is one of the Kaka‘ako bills. It would require that
plans consider sea level impact and specifically require a setback to be sixty feet. We were originally
concerned how that would affect our Kaka‘'ako development but our team looked at what the sixty foot
setback would be and we aren’t concerned. So we would like to change our position from Oppese to
MONITOR.

Senior Public Policy Advocate Doane: Moving on to the bills that directly impact OHA, HB665,
relating to Collective Bargaining, along with the identical Senate companion SB782. This would give
OHA Employees the right to collective bargaining and subject OHA to collective bargaining laws as a
Public Employer. The reason that's important is bargaining determines key conditions of
employment, such as wages, benefits, etc. | just want to make clear to the Committee/Board that we
just got this bill a week ago, so we still need to make sure we understand the financial implications.
However, what's really interesting is if OHA employees were to join the units as articulated in this bill
the Governor would have six votes and OHA wouid only have one vote in the negotiation which is not
consistent with OHA’s independent and exclusive authority over how we spend our funds.
Furthermore, if you look in the bill for the Department of Education bargaining units and the University
of Hawai‘i who has more autonomy than other state agencies the Governor only has 3 votes and it's

matched by 3 votes so it seems out of line with the nature of OHA. We are recommending
COMMENT.

HB1252, relating to the Hawaiian Roll Commission - | know Trustee Ahu Isa would like to speak to
this bill, so I'll quickly let you know why our position is to OPPOSE. This bill would dissolve the Native
Hawaiian Roll Commission and then authorize OHA to reestablish the commission and transfer the
remaining properties to OHA. One of the reasons why we’re not sure if this bill is necessary in its
current form is because we’re expecting that the Roll will be dissolving itself right around the time that
this bill would go into effect, so it may not even exist at the time that this bill is effective. It also may
require additional funds and resources on OHA's part to recreate a commission, appoint the
members, etc. This bill would increase substantially OHA'’s level of involvement in nation-building
efforts. Also, by permitting OHA to establish a new commission and appoint the members we
become directly responsible for the compilation of the Roll and we’ve previously discussed the legal
issues surrounding that.

Trustee Ahu Isa shares that former Governor Abercrombie signed Act 195 in 2011 and it's now 2015
and we still don’t have the list. This bill would speed up the process; a bill introduced by request from
beneficiaries. Representative Ito said he wanted to introduce it because he has nephews who are
beneficiaries to the trust. Since Act 195 does not have an end date, this bill would give OHA back
everything since OHA funded it all. She thanks the committee for the opportunity to speak.
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Senior Public Policy Advocate Doane: HB1434, relating to Increasing the Amount of Interim
Revenue to be Transferred to the Office of Hawaiian Affairs - it would increase the amount of OHA's
annual public land trust revenue to 18 million dollars. Representative Jordan introduced this bill and
made it very clear that the amount we are currently getting isn't the amount we should be getting.
Also, she felt that until such time that we are able to get the amount we think we are owed; she
wanted to increase our interim amount. The reason we don’t have a bill in our legislative package is
because we feel we need more information and would like to take this year to educate ourselves. We
recommend COMMENT on this bill and will include the pros and cons of how this would affect us.

HB1021, relating to the Hawai'i Community Development Authority - this also has an identical Senate
version SB906, we recommend COMMENT. This would require that the HCDA in approving a project
find that a developers proposal addresses concerns expressed by the community and that there
wouldn’t be negative impacts to the surroundings. As you can imagine this is a pretty unattainable
goal so we've decided to COMMENT. The House version was deferred.

HB1022 also relating to HCDA with SB1203 as a companion — this looks like it's adopting the
Kaka‘ako CPAC (Community Planning Advisory Council) task force’s recommendations to create

parkland throughout the makai area this could potentially directly affect the way that OHA plans for
development so we recommend OPPOSE.

HB25, relating to Discrimination - this bill would prohibit rental discrimination for public benefit
recipients. We recommend SUPPORT; other states also have similar laws in place.

HB33, relating to the Residential Landlord-Tenant Code - currently landlords or realtors charge
application screening fees from prospective tenants that are not necessarily related to the costs. So
this would limit the ability of landlords to apply fees that are more than it actually costs them. We
recommend SUPPORT on this bill as well as many of our beneficiaries would save substantial
amounts of money when looking for rentals.

HB228, relating to Deferred Deposits - this would reduce the maximum fees that a payday loan

company can charge. Currently, they're allowed to charge up to 15% of the face, this would reduce
that to 7%; we recommend SUPPORT.

HB438, Making an Appropriation to the Kahoolawe Island Reserve Commission (KIRC) - this would
appropriate money to KIRC. As the trustees know, after this year, KIRC will be out of money. Some
funding options that they were exploring last year did not make it out of conference. Consistent with
our position about appropriation bills, we recommend MONITOR. The Governor has put in some

money for KIRC in the Governor's package. | believe it is 1 million dollars however they are
requesting 2.5 million doliars.

HB650, relating to Remnants - this bill would allow remnants to be purchased by non-abutting
landowners. Currently, remnants can only be purchased by abutting landowners. Given the DLNR's
interpretation of a remnant, we find this concerning. We are recommending OPPOSE since it may
increase the risk of ceded land sales.
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HB691, relating to Taxation - this would increase the income tax credit for low-income household
renters. We recommend SUPPORT.

HB744, relating to Check Cashing - this is similar to HB228. It would place a cap on the interest that
a check casher can charge. Right now there is no cap. This would place the cap at 36% which is still
really high, but we recommend SUPPORT.

HB802, relating to Land Use - this bill would allow the counties rather than the Land Use Commission
to amend urban boundaries. In other words, to expand urban boundaries regardless of how large the
boundary would be, and impact agricultural designations and rural classifications. We think this is not
appropriate because it could lead to large, massive reclassifications. We recommend OPPOSE.

HB828, relating to Land Use - this would allow the counties to amend boundaries if consistent with
the County General Plan; the development and community plan. We recommend OPPOSE. The
processes don't have the same level of opportunities for input that the other processes do. We know
that when the Land Use Commission considers changing boundaries they have to consider the
impact to Native Hawaiians and make those findings. So it’s really important for these projects to go
through that process.

HB875, relating to the Aha Moku Advisory Committee - essentially it would eliminate the Executive
Director position and create an Executive Assistant position. We recommend COMMENT. As you
know, there are political issues related to each island and how they form their moku and so forth. The
only thing that’s statutorily recognized at this stage is the Committee itself. The Governor chooses
who sits on the Committee, but the Community determines who sits on their individual island moku.
Our comments will focus primarily on the point that we have spent a lot of money to ensure that the
Aha Moku is able to continue and we think that the vision of providing opportunity for community
voices to be heard by the Department of Land and Natural Resources is an important one. So we
would focus on the hope that this wouldn't alter the progress that's already been done.

HB996, relating to Geothermal Resources - we are recommending COMMENT. This bill would
reinstate county permitting for agricultural, urban, and rural land use and it would place the permitting
for geothermal in conservation with the Board of Land and Natural Resources which is consistent with

current land use processes. It also sets up standards regarding when a permit can be issued, and it
would also require public participation elements.

Vice-Chair Apo requests that the vote be taken before quorum is lost.

We need to know what all the pieces are and
be clear, but we need to move forward at this point, not start over again.

Trustee Ahuna: Good for you Trustee Ahu Isa, congratulations. For me, | don’t want OHA to be
connected to the roll.

Trustee Apoliona: I'd like to ask Chief Advocate Kawika Riley if he has anything else to add.

Chief Advocate Riley: Mahalo Trustees, | think the discussion I've heard so far makes a lot of
sense. As I'm sure you've heard that in looking at the proposed legislation it would aggravate our
concerns, because it has the potential to start the process all over again, but this time within the
Office of Hawaiian Affairs. So with all of those decisions that took quite some time in appointing
commissioners and recalibrating everything; setting up shop would be an additional delay on top of
the delay we are already experiencing. With the timeline that the commission has already set up, our
anticipation is that at the end of this legislative session they will either have concluded their work or
will be near conclusion. The funding according to Act 195 is authorized only pursuant to the will of
this Board of Trustees. So if this Board does not wish to authorize further funds, it will not be
allocated to the commission.
